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Although we recognise that the ability to spend time in church communally for prayer and
worship can play a significant role in our mental and spiritual health, with infection rates
rising rapidly in Cambridge and the increasing presence of the new, more transmissible
variant of COVID-19, we have decided that the best and wisest course of action is to close
our church buildings and offer services online.
